The treatment plan will be for one session to last 30 minutes.  It is to be an independent effort.

POPULATION: Children with ASD in an outpatient center 

AGE RANGE: 3-5 years old

GROUP SIZE: 5 children

LENGTH OF INVOLVEMENT IN MUSIC THERAPY: This is a once weekly music therapy group which runs for ten week modules. The group is closed, and part of a center for children with a wide range of diagnoses and needs. This is session three in the module, and all of the children are new to music therapy. 

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION: This group contains 1 female and 4 male children. The sessions in this group are focused on development of speech, language, age appropriate social skills and motor skills. Even though the group has 5 children registered, they do not always all come, so the size of the group can vary from week to week. The therapist has access to a wide range of equipment, props and instruments.
